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State OCFS to Hold Public Hearing at Child Care Council
ROCHESTER, N.Y., April 16, 2013 – New York State’s Office of Children and Family Services (OCFS) will hold a public hearing in Rochester to get input into its proposed plan to garner federal child care services funding.

The state’s proposed two-year plan aims to receive assistance under the federal Child Care and Development Fund, which is intended to increase the availability, affordability and quality of child care services. The hearing will take place on Tuesday, April 30, 2013, from 11 a.m. to 3 p.m., at Child Care Council Inc.’s offices, 595 Blossom Road in Rochester.
Federal funds would be available to assist New York State in supporting subsidies for child day care services to low-income families upon the plan’s approval by the U. S. Administration for Children and Families. Funding also would be available for improving the quality of child day care services and increasing the availability of early childhood development programs, as well as before- and after- school services.
